
ADVERTISEMENT FOR BIDS

Sealed bids for Alleghany County COVID-19 Safety Improvement Renovations in Covington, Virginia will be received at the Office of the County Administrator, Suite C, Alleghany County Governmental Complex, 9212 Winterberry Avenue, Covington, Virginia 24426, until 2:00 p.m., local prevailing time, on Tuesday, December 1, 2020, at which time bids will be opened publicly and read aloud.

The project consists of COVID-19 safety improvement renovations at security processing, clerk’s offices, attorney’s offices, witness protection offices in the courthouse and selected areas in the Treasurer's Office and Parks and Recreation Office in the Alleghany County Governmental Complex.

A prebid meeting will be held at the Board of Supervisor’s Room, Alleghany County Governmental Complex, 9212 Winterberry Avenue, Covington, Virginia 24426 on November 18, 2020 at 10:00 a.m., local time. Prospective prime bidders are required to attend.  Purpose of conference is for Bidders to familiarize themselves with the sites and the existing facilities and to ask questions pertaining to the Contract Documents.  Bidders are reminded that no oral interpretations of meaning of drawings and specifications can be made. Conflicts in documents, if any, will be resolved by written addendum. Bidder questions will be received by the Architect up to 5:00 p.m., local time on November 17, 2020.

A bid bond of 10% of the bid amount will be required with the submission of a bid. 

The Owner reserves the right to reject any or all bids and to waive any irregularities or informalities in the bidding.

The contract is to be awarded on a lump sum basis.

An agreement will be presented to the Contractor for signature within 60 days after opening of bids if contract is to be awarded.  A Performance Bond, separate Labor and Material Payment Bond, and Insurance in a form acceptable to Owner will be required of the successful Bidder.
Successful bidder shall begin the Work on receipt of the Notice to Proceed and shall be substantially complete within 90 calendar days after the effective date of the Notice to Proceed and final completion shall be achieved within 30 calendar days after the date of substantial completion.
Bidders must be licensed contractors in the Commonwealth of Virginia in accordance with the with the applicable sections of the Code of Virginia.
The procedure for withdrawal of bids shall be according to applicable Sections of the Code of Virginia.
